--------------------------------------- REGISTRATION POLICY ---------------------------------------

Due with Registration: *All Nonrefundable*
Registration Fee > $45 prior to May 22nd / $60 starting May 23rd
Recital Fee > $40 per dancer (Includes Recital video, Recital Tights and Misc. Recital costs)
Last Tuition Payment (May 2027) > Your last tuition payment of the year is required at the time of Registration. The reason for this charge is because all yearly tuition must be paid prior to our Recital and Picture week. All tuition must be fully paid in order for dancers to receive their costumes and participate. 

Class Placements > Dancers are placed in classes based on age and ability. New dancers may require an evaluation prior to placement. Please contact GDC to schedule.
 ----------------------------------- TUITION FEES AND POLICIES ----------------------------------
Tuition is based on the term/year of dance. We have divided the term into 10 payments (August-May). 

Last Tuition Payment (May 2027): Due with Registration
August Tuition (50% discount): Due by August 28th
September-April: Due by the 15th of each month

Payments >> Tuition payments are due by the 15th of each month. Autopay will run on the 16th or shortly after, so cash or check payments will need to be received ON OR BEFORE the 15th to avoid the Autopay charge. 
You may also pay the year in full, by semesters or pre-pay throughout the Summer. 
We accept cash, money orders, personal checks, and cards (online payment). 

REQUIRED AUTOPAY >> All accounts must be registered for auto pay with a credit card online. If you opt to pay with cash or check before the 15th of the month, your account will not be charged automatically. All accounts with a balance will be processed on the 16th of each month.       
Tuition Fees

1 Class - $60 per month 
2 Classes - $100 per month
3 Classes - $135 per month
4 Classes - $165 per month
5 Classes - $195 per month
6 Classes - $225 per month

--------------------------- RECITAL/COSTUME FEES AND POLICIES --------------------------

Due at the time of Registration (Non refundable): $40 Recital Fee per dancer. This includes, but is not limited to: tights, a video of the recital and miscellaneous Recital costs.				
Costume fees: $96 costume fee per class, per dancer
Costume Fee Payments >> Costume fees will be charged in 3 equal payments ($32 in Sept, $32 in Oct, and $32 in Nov) and are due with that month’s tuition payment to avoid a late fee. 
Costumes >> Each performing class will receive a costume for the Spring Recital performance. Costumes are ordered in the Fall and will arrive in the Spring. All tuition must be paid for the year before costumes can be sent home. Without a costume, your child will be unable to participate in the dance recital or class pictures. *Exceptions include Technique classes, which will not perform in the Recital or require a costume
Hip Hop Classes >> If your child is enrolled in a Hip Hop class, you will be responsible for Hip Hop performance shoes which will be sized and ordered in November ($55, due in Nov). 
-------------------------------------- CANCELLATION POLICY --------------------------------------

Our studio is a small business and we rely on the commitment of our dancers and families to continue running. Our staff and bills cannot be paid unless accounts are paid on time, so please be aware that you are committing to a year of dance when you register. We also make our schedule based on registration and have to turn away students when classes fill up. We understand that circumstances out of your control might happen, like unexpectedly moving or health issues.  However, we ask that you only Register if you believe you are able to commit to the year. Thank you! - GDC Staff

Registration Fees > All registration fees are non-refundable, including last month’s tuition and the Recital fee

Tuition > Classes are created based on Registration and dancers are turned away when classes are full. When registering your child for dance, you are committing to a year of dance instruction divided into 2 semesters. Classes will learn group dances with formations, partner work, lifts, etc. 

	*If your dancer chooses to drop a class or enrollment completely, a notice is required and you will still be responsible for paying the remaining tuition for the current semester:

< If a dancer quits between August and December > 
Required: A written notice (email or letter) and the remaining tuition for each class through December.
Costume fees will only be refunded if costumes have not been ordered. 
< If a dancer quits between January and April > 
Required: A written notice (email or letter) and the remaining tuition for each class through April. Costume fees will be non-refundable at this point and dancers will still receive their class costumes. 

Exceptions include moving or health conditions preventing the continuation of dance. 
We will do our best to work with families in these circumstances!

---------------------- DRESS CODE POLICY ------------------------

DRESS CODE- Dancers must be properly dressed for class with hair pulled up and away from their face and in fitted dance clothes. No jeans are to be worn. Tights or leggings should be worn underneath all dance shorts when possible. We are not responsible for lost or stolen items left at the studio.
BALLET > Leotards, tights and Ballet shoes are required for Ballet classes. Fitted shorts, Ballet skirts or leggings are fine as well.
SHOES > All classes require specific shoes. Please let us know if you have questions about your dancer’s required shoes! We will have a Dancewear/Shoe sale in August.

---------------- ABSENCE POLICY AND DANCER CODE OF CONDUCT ------------------

Class Expectations >> Dancers that are causing disruptions, showing disrespect or bullying others may be asked to leave and parents will be contacted. We will do our best to address any issues that arise in a Christ-honoring way and we ask that you contact us if any problems are happening that we are unaware of. We reserve the right to permanently excuse any dancer that is causing significant problems in class or in the studio. 

*Dancers that show exceptional conduct can earn Star Dancer of the week! These dancers are chosen based on good attitude, displaying kindness in and out of the classroom and hard work in class.*

Attendance - Dancers who miss more than 5 lessons per semester may be responsible for paying for a private, make-up lesson with an instructor if make-up lessons are unavailable. Dancers who do not make-up missed lessons will be removed from sections of their recital dance. Dancers who miss more than 10 lessons per semester will not be able to participate in their class dance in the recital.

---------------------------------------- PARENT AGREEMENT ----------------------------------------
Please make sure that your dancer is at dance on time every week and is promptly picked up. We will provide helpers to escort younger dancers to their rides. If your dancer is injured and has a limitation to class participation, we will need a note, email or phone call in order for your child to sit and watch during class. We will do our best to contact parents if a dancer is complaining of an injury or sickness that arises during class. 
All dance shoes should be labeled with your child’s full name on the INSIDE of their shoes.
